Kitten season, running from March through October, brings an influx of kittens to shelters and 
requires more community support  

 

Spring is here, and so is kitten season. With the influx of kittens in North Texas, Operation Kindness 
Humane Society is seeking additional hands to help care for the young cats.  

Kitten season refers to the period when cats reproduce prolifically, typically beginning in spring and 
peaking during the warmer months. Without intervention, this can lead to an increase in homeless 
kittens, exacerbating issues related to overpopulation and straining resources within animal 
shelters. 

Operation Kindness Humane Society’s main shelter in Carrollton houses a 24/7 neonatal kitten 
nursery that runs year-round. In 2025, their nursery assisted nearly 800 underage kittens and looks 
forward to helping even more pets this year.
