The special donation will fund a new building project, shelter and community initiatives 

CARROLLTON, Texas (November 3, 2023) – Recognizing the lifesaving work of Operation Kindness as a 

leading animal welfare non-profit in Texas, The Rees-Jones Foundation has awarded Operation Kindness 

a $4 million grant to support the organization’s continued efforts in providing veterinary care, kindness 

and loving homes for dogs and cats.  The record-breaking donation for Operation Kindness will fund the 

organization’s work with animals in Dallas through shelter and community initiatives, animal transport, 

forensics for animal cruelty and the building of the organization’s new Lifesaving Partnerships Hub.   

“Operation Kindness has unprecedented goals for 2024 to bring more of our lifesaving services to dogs 

and cats in need,” said Ed Jamison, CEO of Operation Kindness. “The support of our work in the City of 

Dallas by The Rees-Jones Foundation makes our vision for animal care a reality. We're very grateful for 

their recognition of our ability to be agile and responsive to the most urgent needs of Dallas animals.”  

Founded in 2006 by Jan and Trevor Rees-Jones, The Rees-Jones Foundation is a private foundation that 

works with non-profit organizations, primarily in North Texas, to serve others and improve their quality 

of life in tangible ways.  Support for Operation Kindness is in line with the Foundation’s historic 

championing of animal welfare charities and causes.
