National Non-profit Invests $20,000 to Continue Community Animal Welfare Efforts 

CARROLLTON, TX (February 22, 2024) - Recognizing the lifesaving work of the leading 
lifesaving shelter in Texas, Petco Love has awarded Operation Kindness a $20,000 
grant to support its continued efforts in providing quality care, kindness and medical 
attention to community dogs and cats. Petco Love is a national nonprofit that focuses on 
building communities and bridging the gap between animals and families.

The special grant from Petco Love is designated to bolster Operation 
Kindness’ Community Initiatives program, increasing positive outcomes, decreasing 
intake and providing care to community owned animals in need.

In 2023, the Operation Kindness Community Initiatives program supported more than 
24,500 animals, facilitating over 94 community clinics and distributing vaccines and 
microchips to more than 13,500 pets.
